RED = Instructions
BLUE = Information
BLACK = What you say on air

BACKGROUND

The Net Control Station manages the net to ensure clear, concise communication.  The NCS sets the pace of the net.  Take your time and leave plenty of breaks for check ins. The net will usually follow your lead. We're not in a race to get done quickly. Plan what you are about to say. PTT does not mean Push Then Think.

Acknowledge stations by complete call sign, not just the suffix and not phonetically.  Please DO NOT REPEAT name, district or any other check-in information unless requesting clarification.
Much of the system is full duplex. On doubles you can hear 2 or 3 voices mixed together. Listen for parts of call signs, ARES regions/districts or any other parts that help distinguish a specific station.   For example, “We had a double, would the station in Colorado Springs give your full call” or “We had a double, would the station with XYZ in your call please repeat”   The very worst thing you can do is to say “The station that doubled with ..??  How are they to know who they doubled with?

Any station interfering with net activity should be ignored. However, the time and nature of their interference must be accurately documented.
